OXIST ANNUAL CLUB COMPETITION

SCHEDULE

SATURDAY 14TH MAY 2011, 4.30 – 7.30pm

Section A – Free Skate

Class 1 Spin, Spiral and Jump


Competitors may not hold the Level 1 Elements or Free Skate tests, and may not have skated in an open free skate competition.

Competitors are required to perform a short programme (maximum length 1 minute) incorporating the following elements

I)   A Spin - with at least two revolutions

II)  A Spiral - either forward or backward

III) A Jump - a half revolution jump or full revolution jump 

(combination jumps are not permitted) 

Background music will be provided.

Class 2 Free Skate

Open standard.
Competitors are to skate a well balanced free programme to their own non-vocal music.  Maximum length, 2 minutes 10 seconds.

Depending on the level of entries, it is anticipated that classes 1 and 2 may be split by test standard and/or age.

Section B - Solo Ice Dance

Class 3 Junior Solo Compulsory Dance
Competitors may not hold the Level 1 Compulsory Dance Test, and may not have skated in an open dance competition.

Novice (Preliminary) Foxtrot - ½ circuit of the rink, skated to the “Pink Panther” music.
Class 4 Solo Compulsory Dance (any age)
Competitors may not hold the Level 2 Compulsory Dance Test.

Novice (Preliminary) Foxtrot – 1 full circuit of the rink, skated to ISU foxtrot music.

Section B - Solo Ice Dance ctd

Class 5 Junior Solo Compulsory Dance
Competitors may not hold the Level 4 Compulsory Dance Test.

Dutch Waltz – 2 sequences

Class 6 Adult Solo Compulsory Dance
Competitors may not hold the Level 6 Compulsory Dance Test.

Canasta Tango – 2 sequences

Class 7 Solo Compulsory Dance (any age)
Competitors may not hold the Level 8 Compulsory Dance Test.

14 Step – 3 sequences

Class 8 Solo Compulsory Dance (any age)
Open standard.

Blues – 2 sequences

Class 9 Solo Variation Dance (any age)
Open standard.  

Rhythm Blues or Canasta Tango (please specify which on the entry form).
8-16 bars of variation.  For details, see the NISA publication “Ice Dances” 2007.   


Competitors must supply their own music which must be the correct rhythm and tempo for the chosen dance, but need not be ISU.  If music is not supplied, an ISU track of the appropriate rhythm will be used instead, but the organisers cannot guarantee which one it will be.
Class 10 Solo Free Dance (any age)
Open standard

A free dance, maximum duration 2 minutes 5 seconds.

The following elements are required: 1 step sequence of any type, 1 spin.

Depending on the level of entries, it is anticipated that class 10 may be split by test standard and/or age.

Section C - Couples Ice Dance

Class 11 Couples Compulsory Dance
Neither partner may hold the Level 7 Compulsory Dance Test.

Golden Skaters Waltz – 2 sequences

Class 12 Couples Compulsory Dance
Open standard

Fourteenstep – 3 sequences
Class 13 Couples Compulsory Dance
Open standard

Rocker Foxtrot – 3 sequences

Class 14 Couples Free Dance
Open standard

A free dance, maximum duration 3 minutes 10 seconds.

The following elements are required: 1 step sequence of any type, 1 spin.

Section D - Artistic

Class 15 Solo Artistic
Class 16 Small Group Artistic 
Open to Free Skaters and Ice Dancers of any age and standard.  An artistic or exhibition programme, maximum length 2 minutes 40 seconds.

No Axels or double jumps.

Groups may comprise between 2 and 4 skaters.

Vocal music is permitted for this event - small props may be used.

 

 

RULES FOR THE EVENT

All competitors must be full members of OXIST Ice Skating Club (this includes full members of Oxford Ice Dance Club).  Competitors who were members of the club at any time during the year October 2009 to September 2010 must have continuous membership from October 2010.
The organising committee reserves the right to refuse any entry without reason assigned.

The organising committee reserves the right to split, combine or cancel any classes as it sees fit.

Participants in Junior classes must be under 18 on the day of the competition.  Participants in Adult classes must be over 18 on the day of the competition.  Any class not designated as Junior or Adult is open to competitors of any age.

Competitors may not enter more than one class from Section A (Free Skate).  Competitors may enter more than one class, for which they are qualified by age and standard, in Sections B, C and D.  Skaters in Section C (Couples Dance) may enter a class with more than one partner if they wish.

In the event of the competition being over-subscribed, the organising committee reserves the right to cap the number of solo events that a skater may enter.  Skaters entering multiple solo events are therefore asked to nominate an order of preference for their events, and may be requested to withdraw from their lowest preference(s) if the competition is full.  To facilitate this, please enter all solo events, with preferences, on the same entry form.

The competition will be judged using closed marking.

Closing dates for entries will be Sunday 17thApril. Entries should be given in at the OXIST Desk (Sundays) or posted to the OXIST Club Competition Secretary, Fiona Brown, at 22 Bexley Court, Parkside Road, Reading RG30 2DY. The organising committee cannot be held responsible for late or lost entries.  If space permits, late entries may be accepted at the discretion of the organising committee, provided that the draw has not taken place.

Only the named person on the entry form (or a parent or guardian for skaters under 18) may cancel their entry.  Entry fees cannot be refunded if cancellation is made after the closing date.  Entry fees will be refunded for any low preference event(s) which a skater is asked to drop.

The draw for the order of skate will take place after the OXIST Session on 1st May in the Bar Area.  All competitors are invited to attend.  Full running order will be posted on the OXIST Board as soon after as possible.

First place winners must sign a receipt for their trophies, which must be returned when requested by the OXIST or OIDC Club Committee. All sponsored trophies belong to either the OXIST Club or Oxford Ice Dance Club, and are perpetual.

On the day of the competition, all competitors are requested to check in at the Registration Desk by 16.30 or at least half an hour before their class is due to start (whichever is the earlier). Skaters who have entered classes 2, 9, 10, 14, 15 and 16 must hand in their music at this time.  PLEASE NOTE: ONLY MUSIC ON CD WILL BE ACCEPTED.
Flash photography is not permitted during the competition or warm-ups. Please do not photograph or video any skater without their prior consent.  Please also be aware of Oxford Ice Rink’s Child Protection policy, which requires anyone wishing to take photographs or videos to obtain prior authorisation from the rink.

ENTRY FEES:

Solo skaters - £12.00 per skater for the first class, £10 for each additional class.
Couples/groups - £18.00 per class.
